sensory experience of reading & imagination

Entry requirements:



Videos must be submitted on a standard DVD disc



Video may be one of two types:




PSA must be exactly 29-30 seconds or 59-60 seconds (winners may be selected for airing on KPIC)




Mini-film (maximum 2 minutes)

Consent/Release form

Completed videos must be received at KPIC by 5:00 pm on February 16th

•
By entering this contest, participants authorize public release of their names and the exhibition of their videos.

•
Videos will be judged by a committee of selected members of the KPIC staff and sister TV station

•
Avoid use copyrighted music  (can’t be shown on TV with copyrighted music)

Contest guidelines:

•
Teams may include any number of students.

•
Team members may enter no more than three videos in the contest.

• 
Filmmakers must use good judgment and safe procedures in creating and editing film projects.


Content must be appropriate (i.e. no violence, inappropriate language or music)

•
Brief credits can be added to the video (credit any music used) Credits should not appear in the PSA’s but can be added beyond the 30 or 60 seconds.

Judging Criteria:



Originality



Reading message/impact



Technical skill (appropriate for grade level of students)



Appropriate content for target audience
